
This is a very different solution 
strategy to the cooling sphere 
(and yet they should, in a 
mathematical sense, approach 
each other as the radius 
becomes large)

The solution looks very similar in 
character: a cooling front which 
propagates in from the surface. 

All the curves are the same, they 
just differ by a scaling factor.
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
